Randolph II1. It was the heart of a 2,000
acre tobacco plantation originally located
six miles east of downtown Richmond.
Thanks to the support of the National
Society of The Colonial Dames of America
in the Commonwealth of Virginia, this
Georgian manor house was moved to its
current location in Richmond’s West End
in 1934, when it was threatened with
demolition.

Students of all ages will enjoy exploring
the lavish public rooms and comfortable
family quarters while hearing about fa-
mous visitors to Wilton, including George
Washington, Thomas Jefferson and the
Marquis de Lafayette.
